- They look in the same directions

- The more they attach themselves to the aim and work to reach it, - the more they get put of themselves, - the more they feel themselves bound to each other, the more they say say: We.

- They correct each other, bear with each other, to better live and work together,

- At the same time as they are giving themselves up to their “We”, they realize that they are giving themselves to one another, to the very depths of their soul.

In consequence:

- The true and lasting relation can only establish itself in this common object which is “we”: Jesus Christ, the members of the Society, all men, the angels, the creation.

- This relation can only be true if all think in the same way, if all act in the same way.

- Here we find again the value of fidelity to the Constitutions and to the Rules.

- He who does not perform acts in conformity with the ideal, - acts that are specified by the Church and by our aim, - mutilates the Community. Not only does he ruin his relation with the Superior, he also weakens that of others.
- The personal relation which er maintain with the ideal makes us into an individual person, whilst the common relation with the aim m makes us into the Community.

- It is to be noted that this interplay of the relation is anti-egocentric

- It is further to be noted that it gives back to Charity - which must predominate throughout our life - its rightful place.

The role of the Superior is determined by the common ideal.
