Therefore:
· The real, durable inter-relation can only be established if the common ideal is Christ Jesus and the members of His Mystical Body, - ourselves, M.Ss.A., - with the whole human family.

· This inter-relation can only be authentic and true if all have the same spirit and act according to their own talents.

· He who does not follow this ideal, such as specified by the Church, and our goal, mutilates the community, weakening all inter-relations between other members.

· The personal relation we have with our ideal makes of each of us an individual – while the common relation of all with the same ideal makes us into a community.

· We must note that these inter-relations help us to forget our “ego”.

· Moreover, CHARITY finds itself in its proper place – and it must occupy it all along our life: the first place.
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
